KCN SUPER SUNDAY
Day 6 | November 21 2010
Introduction: Pastor Paul
I cannot find words to express deep appreciation to God since Monday when we started these meetings. God has being speaking powerfully into the atmosphere of our Congress in West Africa. I cannot use this word ‘tremendous’ maybe ‘awesome’. Today is a day for you the hosts in Lagos: today is the day we get together. We want you to tap into the key things that God has been speaking. We want you to benefit from them. You know we have been praying and preparing for these meetings; we want you to know that God has been working through DNW through EK. A whole lot of adjustment came and we want to align to it.
I want to first share with you my experiences then all SEs will come up to tell you about a whole lot that will be of benefit to you. One of the key words that he first dropped in my heart was salvation. We are coming into salvation which is our true heritage of what God wants us to be. In salvation we are actually coming to the true heritage that God had designed for us. Jesus came to give us clarity on how we are to walk in the image of God. We began to look at some of the key things that salvation brought into our lives, and how God unfolded Himself through all creation. Another thing that came strongly is our understanding of what our KC is all about. We saw that the normal church is centred on meetings but we are a Kingdom Community, not just a church.

Kingdom starts with understanding God's will and designing systems to build a people whose lives are consistent of what God is doing in the earth. You are a member of a KC, not just a churchgoer. The greatest thing is that when the King has authority over your life, you are under His will. Wherever you are, you want to actually use it as a time to track God and connect with Him so that He can use you to perfect His will. You do not want to lose the impact of whatever God says or does at every meeting. You want to translate it from just being something you have heard to realities in your own life. We take it from a message to what becomes a living reality in us. I want you, especially those who didn't attend during the week, to take out your notebook and write down these five things. This helps us to convert things to living reality inside of your life.

Whenever there is a sweeping down of God and He speaks you want to record:

1. What is the nature of God's presence? What is the character coming to us? What is His temperament - try and convert it into language. What is it that God's presence has done at every meeting that you have attended?

2. What you feel God was going after? What is God emphasizing? Husband and wife, get home after church and describe what God was emphasizing; the essence of God's presence on that day and His emphasis.

3. What is the nature of your inner response to God's presence? What is going on inside? What is the internal personal impact? This is where a lot of things are being extracted. Remember that you are in a Kingdom Community and you want to translate what you have heard into real, daily living. You want the word to become flesh in your heart.

4. What scriptures come to mind that you want to recall, e.g. secondary illuminations?

5. What are the spiritual positions and values that God wants to embed in me as a result of what I have heard?

No matter what meetings you attend, try and do these things. Engage in these inner musings. This is what will help you to live a life that is truly pleasing to the Lord. This is how you can build your life and process everything that the spirit of the Lord is doing. Many things were downloaded, but I want this major thing to be embedded in our hearts: how to track God. If you keep this in your mind: getting at what God wants, that's what we do in our KCs. It is a place where we also share our lives, where we begin to see all of us as part of the whole. It is a place where we are coherent and united; one body. That is a place where we are hardwired for God's purpose in the earth. Your KC is like the gate of heaven where you connect with God and where God flows through you to the earth. This is just the beginning. We are now on a new track and experiencing a new shift in West Africa. Thank you for your diligence over the years. Now we are moving higher and get ready to move with us. I want us to thank Ernest King for this precious opportunity.

Nuggets from LC
Faith Praiz: I covet that grace of God in the life of Pastor Paul. I like that grace that doesn’t hurt you with words even when he is scolding you or angry. I want to share one of the things that impacted my heart. I want to talk about ‘In Christ’. He uses a lot of words to talk about ‘in Christ’. The scripture in my mind is Eph. 2 that says that the God this world has blinded their minds. That makes me understand that if you are not in Christ you are ruled by the God of this world. This implies that every time I have to be looking at my passions, pursuits, goals and all that I am doing to see if it has its influence from this world. If this is so, then I am not in Christ. This ‘in Christ’ means that I have totally submitted to the rulership of Jesus and this impact every aspect of my life. If Christ is the husband of my wife, how would he be dealing with her? This brings a lot of thinking to my heart. Anytime we have inner trouble or anger, we ask ourselves how we slipped away. What causes anger? We don’t have any rights to be angry except in Christ.

Being in Christ is very wide but I can summarize it in scripture. If we are raised with Christ then we should seek the things that are above. It is easy to quote scriptures like this. We have to be trained to maintain our lives in Christ and thank God for our context which helps us to focus. If we are risen in Christ, then we should be seeking the things that are above; these are the things that should be feeding our emotions. It is above that Christ is. Christ is supposed to be leading us and we are supposed to be inclined to Christ at all times, listening and inquiring. It is a position of stillness and self-restraint, looking for a way to please God and not man. EK said in the first day that the king of this world is very smart and cunning. He tries to take our eyes away from the source and destination. Being in Christ is being connected to the beginning of everything. Christ has to be the source of all that we do; we must be looking at the picture of Christ and seeing the picture of where we are on a daily basis. We want to check if we are conforming or shifting from the way. ‘Being in Christ’ is paramount on my mind: in Him we live and move and have our being. We want to be able to point to scripture that guides our behaviour; in any case we have to be still/ quiet.

We don’t have the capacity to hear certain things at certain levels. Being in Christ is then submitting to leadership; learning to serve others, flowing in two realms because of our connectivity and submission. I am leading from under authority. Jesus said whatsoever He sees in His Father is what He does. We need to know the actual meaning of true submission. Being in Christ is about waiting, not necessarily doing nothing, but following our last instruction. It can mean collaboration with your peers. We are the body of Christ and recognizing mutual grace and building life together; taking advantage of the fellowship that God has created for us. It is not about doing what I like or functioning based on mood or emotions but inquiring about God’s stand and perspective to every issue and situation. I must not be moved by sorrow or joy, because Satan can attack from either perspective.

Mike Ogunbayode: the dose of spiritual resource that has come before us is intense. I want to quickly share the five apostolic burdens. Putting in small perspective, it is the purpose of the Lord in the heart of the Apostle that does not dissipate. We contacted this at the IAE, but I got greater clarity during this time, including framework for getting things done:

· Flattening and Integration: you can slip into the mode of misunderstanding ranking. But our context is about coming together. Pastor Paul said something about his approach in life. The purpose of God is paramount: we are ready to collapse everything for this objective. We don’t put different interpretation into what we call ranking. From the outside you only see God’s purposes, not ranking. This is like being in Christ. When we are driven by what we do and our positions then we have missed it. The purpose of God and our place should drive it. We fall into position without need for legislation, otherwise something is wrong with our heart.

· KCN Emphasis: I want us to note that we have a burden from the heart of DNW that he wants to get to you. I can only describe this emphasis as the love of God. That love is so much that things have been redesigned to send DNW in the person of EK. I feel estranged such that I am unable to do things that I want to do in love. I see that DNW has carried this burden without dissipation. This transcends the love in my heart. It is the love of the father, such that he considers the smallest person in West Africa. We see this also in Pastor Paul. EK carried this same spirit into our world.

· Effectively Reaching the Nations: this is an issue where we have slipped into message mode. The word has come but we don’t see manifestation. But it is a new day for West Africa. This I know will trickle down and will not stop. All we will do so that the flow will come to the smallest person in our KCs.

· Heavenly Call for Deliverance: what is the heavenly call for deliverance in our lives? If we are delivered from our mindsets and culture, skewed by all kinds of things such as affluence, poverty, etc. We will not be defined by our environment. We will not become familiar with situations such that we become insensitive to God’s movements. We dare to be kingdom irrespective of what comes against us.

· Having the Priesthood Heart: this is having the heart of God to stay in the gap for others, bending our backs. This is like the story of DNW who was able to say yes, resulting in what we have today. Pastor Paul was able to say yes, and we have this result in West Africa. We just don’t say yes, we want to do also so that several people can come into Christ. The whole dimension of the priesthood is about saying yes and going forward. The Gethsemane experience is paramount: the leader goes ahead irrespective of what the followers say.
We have seen Congress push forward in 20 years. In DNW’s heart he wants those who had fallen away to be restored. He wants genuine love for God irrespective of our situations. We are in a new redefinition of this time that we are in. God bless you.

Dayo Adesugba: Things are coming to me from the perspective of the GLI. I remember the GPI and the primary prophecy that came to me was about going back to my profession. Shortly after this, a lot unfolded and I came into the hospitality business, with all its vices: alcoholism, etc. We usually say that if you are a hotel manager, you will find it hard to stand. People sometimes wonder how I survive in that context. Some of the major icons that dropped in my heart was the new definition for GLI. EK said that GLI is a prevailing perspective. This takes us to the place where Jesus said: I will build my church and the gates of hell will not prevail against it. In our understanding, the gates will not prevail against us. We take the church and stand it beside the gates of hell, knowing that the church is also a gate. We are thus gates in ourselves. That which will not prevail against us is the gates of hell, but we are meant to prevail against the gates of hell.

So where is our life in God exercised? Is it in our gatherings on Sundays? You know we don’t serve God on Sundays – our service is out there in our engagement. We simply come to fellowship and receive instructions. Service is not what we do in church in terms of cleaning up and stuff. We therefore need to refer to Romans 12:1-5 to see our proper context in GLI. It talks about our reasonable service. We function in our calling when we are out there through the week. I am beginning to understand strongly that what we must express through our lives is to prevail on circumstances on situations that would otherwise drown us and take us away from God. Let’s go out there and take what we are learning, take them and build them internally so that we can always prevail in the midst of the world.
Evaristus Uzamere: throughout the week we’ve been hearing something about the revelation of Christ. The emphasis is how we can move towards Him. As we heard, it is in Him that we live and have our being. I’m going to touch briefly on our quality service; our becoming what God wants us to become, because it is easy to go through the routines of being a Christian in Lagos without pleasing God. Let’s read Isaiah 60:1-3. We easily see two situations: light and darkness. I met in Abuja a Pastor friend who is praying strongly for Nigeria and its inherent darkness. He said, ‘the more we pray the more darkness. This is not working’. At the natural level what he is saying was true and I couldn’t respond. Ten years ago and now, we are praying still against darkness. There appears to be perplexity.
The power is in the Isaiah 60 we read. God did not promise that darkness will recede but that there will be more darkness. The problem is thus not in darkness but in us arising and shining. And it is only in Christ that we achieve this, not by negotiating Christianity with God or minding our own business. For most people, they seek to serve God for benefit. They look at what the devil has to offer and what God has to offer and it tilts in the favour of God. But God wants people like Levites in this day: who gain nothing but God; and we know that God is everything. God is our portion and inheritance. We are global Levites. When we say this corporately, how does it sound when it becomes your case? EK clarified this when he read Job 1:9 where Satan is looking to prove that Job was serving God for something. People serve God for something: prosperity, etc. This cannot be motivation for serving God. God is looking for people who will serve Him for nothing; knowing that God is their inheritance. In Romans 8:37-39 we see that in all these things we are more than conquerors. Nothing can shake us from the love of God. I am prepared to serve God for nothing! People who serve God like this get everything.
Pastor Paul: I’m sure you will agree with me that the week has been really loaded. As I was sharing with you those five things for you to track God, just the way Abraham and the patriarchs were able to walk with God by building His word into their lives. I feel so happy that God brought EK to our midst this week. I remember many years ago when I met DNW and God used him to speak into the word of God around ‘preparing the way of the Lord’. He spoke with such authority and grace and wisdom. I heard in my spirit: ‘join yourself to this chariot’. I will never forget that encounter. As I got to know him better, I began to see his discipline and consistency. I have seen many ministers who fluctuate and such, but in his life I see sacrifice, purity and integrity.

The more I get to know him the more I see obedience and submission to God, and I thank God that DNW did not only embed and live this reality but he has been able to birth these into his sons and I’m declaring you that when I see EK, I see a pristine representation of DNW. I see his heart, character, grace and wisdom, anointing, love and I hear DNW’s voice and see his pathways coming to this our subregion through him. As a sent one, EK is completely governed by the Holy Spirit in the exercise of the authority of God as vested through DNW. God has used DNW to express these things through EK in building our KCN and RTA and Congress Corporate. I want you to interact with him the same way you would relate with DNW. Many people get attracted to DNW for various reason, but when you know him personally you will see the grace of God in him. That’s how I relate with EK especially with everyone who is part of the GCL. I want you to receive the words, patterns, spiritual pathways, obedience and government by the word. Please receive with me, Ernest King.

Gathering of the KCs | Ernest King

I’m sitting back there and trying to hold back the tears – the beauty and faithfulness of God. Don’t get lost in the normalcy of the moment. It looks normal: we’ve probably been here before and know the people. But the familiarity of a place can dull our senses from the reality of God, that’s why we continue asking to develop spiritual sight: the ability to see through the normalcy of things and perceive through reality. Like Jesus said: some say 3 months more, but I say the fields are ready right now. There is a difference between what you will obtain as direction from your natural circumstances and the reality of heaven. God is saying, when you see deep darkness – don’t look at the darkness, look up because light is arising. A truly prophetic people (not people activating gift for itinerant ministry) who hear from God in 24/7 operations know the times and seasons.
We talked about the sons of Issachar. They didn’t say the son but an entire people. They understood the times and the seasons, and therefore they knew what Israel ought to do. There is no clarification for direction until you can understand the times. The beginning of your journey is founded upon an understanding of the times, a revelation of God. You have to therefore practice 24/7 sensitivity. We are working out some math that if there were 24 hours in a day and 7 days in a week, 168 hours in total. If we ask ourselves how much time we dedicate to God and say 1 hour a day, 7 out of 161 is very disproportionate. You don’t develop competence in hearing God simply by what you do in those prescribed times when you actively interact with God. You want to build relationship and interact through all your time, because there is no life outside of Him. In Him we live, move and have our being. You are a Pharisee if you are living 1/161 and declaring something deeper. Your life must line up with your proclamation; otherwise you don’t know what interaction is. Interaction with God is not a formal process put aside for a specific moment. The architecture of your life is that you will walk with Him all of your days. That’s the original context of Adam.

The very source of Adam’s earthly definition and consciousness came from the spirit of God. And it is a function of the fall to remove man from that natural interaction with God. We are trying to climb out of that perceptional abyss that we fell when Adam sinned. If we can understand the original architecture, you can determine how your life needs to be redefined and repositioned: 24/7 interactivity with God. That’s how heightened capacity for understanding His will and purposes is established. My sheep know my voice. This implies a continuous level of intimate interaction. It means you have given yourself to become familiar with Him. You have to embed this in your life.
I was listening to the song we were singing and sought to see the mood of the song and the mood of the worship and saw dissonance. If you ponder the song and walk in the culture in the thing that was seen when it was written, it’s not an exultant song. It is a submission song; a reverential song. He is beholding the unchallenged sovereignty of God. By reflex you should bow in your heart. There should been an intoning of the song downwards. The starting point in worship is the mood of God. And the song choice moves us in the authority of God. The song is a pathway into His presence. ‘Let us enter His gates with thanksgiving and into His courts with praise’ – the song is a pathway. You have to look at the architecture of the movement in God. That ‘unchallenged’ song affirms that we are entering into the finish and bringing things to full submission before Him. We don’t want to be led by culture or environment. We don’t start in ourselves to interact with God but in Him. You don’t start by asking God who am I but who is He. The revelation of God gives you identity (see Jesus’ example: who do men say I am – and that revelation created the identity for Peter). Peter comes to correct identity in revelation of God. Worship is for God to express Himself to you, what worship is not reflexive but in inquiry. That technology is provided by the song. A song is constructed piece of music based on revelation and interaction with God. Thus our worship must reflect the nature of God and how He wants to be worshipped.

We sang the ‘Unchallenged’ song again in reverence and with bowed hearts. He then prayed and thanked God for Pastor Paul, and then for the leaders and asked the SEs to rise. He said these are the anchor points for the Lord for our equipping. He then proceeded to pray for them for a deepening of process, breaking of barriers and opening up of the transforming power of the spirit of God in them; a quickening on the inside and the movements of God in them to make them equal to the task that they have been called to execute in the earth.
We are absolutely blessed of God. It’s not a place for self-gratification, but the bending of the shoulder to receive even more responsibility: for to whom much is given, much is required. All indiscipline produces a truncation of the flow. When we say DNW is a very disciplined man, think beyond organizational order but spiritual discipline. See the principle inside of it. If you are praying and descend into the flesh, it cuts off the flow.
I want to share some visit perspectives very briefly. You have heard good and strong dimensions through the SEs of the impact of what has happened this week. I am experiencing something like you say many things but you own none of them. You literally are a donkey. You are operating in a perfected flow of death that the spirit of God might have complete utterance through you. At the end of the day I rely on feedback to remember what was even said. The truth is: He is beyond capturing. There is more manna than there are baskets.

Some Personal Perspectives

We had an absolutely amazing time in the Lord marked by the continuous weightiness of His presence throughout. It is as if God has been using every aspect of this meeting to teach and instruct. We have seen the power, clarity and comprehensiveness of His speaking. His speaking has been extremely dense. I asked the speakers to select just one or two things, but there are several things we heard. There were issues about marriage, work, etc. There was dramatic opening of eyes and new sight and understanding of divine architecture, both at a conceptual level and touch-feel level. The spirit realm has architecture, laws and parameters and arrangements. The apostle brings sight of the architecture and the capacity to interact with that spiritual reality. We have that grace to make men see, to walk beyond the insufficiency of religious life. Remember Paul’s prayer in Ephesians 1. It is not a vain prayer. We repeat it too many times as a religious prayer but Paul meant it when he prayed it. If God opens our eyes we will see the true nature of reality.

I saw deep internal impact and irresistible demands for personal change – it was God grabbing through our chests and making new demands to our lives to come up to new standards. He wasn’t speaking to provide entertainment but to create alignment to His divine nature. It should be a weight upon your chest. It is a new and empowering sight of our individual and corporate positions and identity ‘in Christ’. There was fresh impartation of grace to build authentic structures and prevailing Kingdom lifestyles for real. God is not interested in blessing us but to bring us into finishing God’s purpose. Our blessing is Him on the other side. We have to focus on this. We have to see Jacob versus Esau. Do you want earthly reward and satisfaction or what is eternal? Jacob is focused on the transformative journey towards discovering God and the other just wants instantaneous gratification in this realm. Locked up in Jacob is the future and the purposes of God, coming from a place of personal sacrifice. God granted a powerful impartation of grace inside of West Africa. I believe we will start to see the outworking of this in the weeks and months ahead. There was also an absolute certainty regarding the process and attainability of the Finish from our position in Christ.

What we are doing here is not trying to repeat the entire seminar, but a snapshot of what we need to be walking into. I am describing something that came down from an invisible realm into our visible realm, and what we need to steward hereafter. If we say Pastor Paul and KCs received $100 million and you know what you have in the vault. You know $100m, but you can’t quantity the grace. I am trying to denominate the grace that you have received so that you know where to be positioned and the right mentality that needs to be adjusted to in order to arrive at this.
Apostolic Perspective

DNW’s response to me was of excitement: “an absolutely incredible read once again! The Lord has ABSOLUTELY gone before us and has ushered in a time and season which is like no other. The reality of the New Normal has hit and hit with tremendous divine emphasis!” You see why he is excited? He has identified the frequency of what has happened here. In the report, beyond the words he has identified with what has happened in the spirit. I’m saying this so that we can equalize our response. There is resonance, affirmation, confirmation, agreement, gratification, approval, excitement. His statement is clear and unambiguous. DNW doesn’t say anything he doesn’t mean. He chooses his words very very carefully even in the most casual circumstances. This is the apostolic perspective of what has happened during the week.

We therefore have to effectively steward this. It was given to us to deploy and distribute. We have to arrange ourselves in new levels of competence and strength in order for people to get it. This will redefine the nature and context of the meeting of secondary leaders, otherwise you will be ignoring the grace that has been released to us.

The New Normal

He said this at the end of the Sacred Season; he said we had passed through the Sacred Season and have come into the New Normal. This was in 2008. God has invaded the Congress with this New Normal all over the earth. God has come very near. This is the season that we are living in right now: your God is very near. Once you have positioned yourself in heart, your God is very near. He’s not near to bless you, He’s near to tell you who He is and who you are. We’ll look into the core pillars of the New Normal: it is direct access, in terms of portals opening directly into the supernatural realm. This should therefore be a time of spiritual and prophetic sensitivity and engagement. We are living more powerfully from the divine realm, which is continually proximate and filled with resource. We are departing from the constraints of mortality to live from the already delivered eternal life within us. This is my spiritual reality: departing the constraints of mortality and broken economy and disassembled infrastructure and human wickedness and corruption; He is delivering us a capacity to live in a life that always was. If that door is opened, if that capacity is released to us to exit from the prison of your current natural circumstances into the freedom always ordained in Christ, this is the day to move in great power to move in those positions.
We are seeing as one man, looking through each other’s eyes: unity, brotherhood, relationship, collaboration, clarification of vision, formulating the same judgment and perspectives utilizing the resources that we have received to develop the common paradigm of processing and seeing things. If we make the sacrifice and stand in Him and share we will stand as one man. There is executive strength joined to capacity to receive and carry Divine Seed: the ability to take the resource of God and be able to steward it in people’s life for real. This is the doing part – doing the will of the father. What we have in church today is proclamation not execution because of the dearth of understanding. We see a season of demanded maturity and required exactness: sloppiness in all our ranks have gone. If things don’t into conformance and discipline then we are operating in contravention of the prevailing spiritual requirements. We are answering the question: “can I trust you?” When we said Lord that He could trust us, we broke bread and made a covenant with the Lord. That statement is therefore very serious. It lies at the heart of our walk with God as we entered into Congress WBN definition.

We are entering the area of re-designed governmental prayer – bold petitions. The first phase of governmental prayer took us to the nations; the next phase must take us to the Finish. The next phase has to be focused on building out the KCN and the structures that will ensure that we will reach the Finish. Lengthen your cords… leading to strengthening of yours stakes. This speaks of greater corporate development. God is demanding greater levels of internal spiritual development from me.

Another element of the New Normal is: to see it is to declare it created. The perspective behind this is that we have seen God as Alpha and Omega. Therefore what you see already exists. If you see it in the mind of God it already exists. To declare it is created is therefore a normal consequence. The start of the idea is thus the fulfillment of it. In God there is no time, because He is. God is not subject to time. We interact with God from the perspective of time because of mortality. If in God everything exists, if something is created at my left it is a dimension of God, therefore it always existed. Whatever configuration of God you get is still God and always was. If you take a cup of water from a bucket of water and freeze it, it is still water. What you see in the earth is the passage of chronological time to see what always was in the formation of God coming to pass. We are trying to catch up with spiritual reality. When Saul couldn’t wait on Samuel and went on to offer sacrifices and Samuel came outraged, he said ‘this day the Kingdom is removed from you’ and in heaven it was executed. But it took many years to come to pass on the earth. Earth is catching up for it to formulate itself into redesigned life. We are starting to see that Congress always was in the mind of God; we’d just been following Him based on what already had been. This means we have to have capacity to be very deliberately prophetic, because inside of our profession we have to have the true structure of reality. The design of our lives and our specific architecture will become very simple to follow through on if we can touch this reality of God: in Him it always existed. The formation of the people and their return to God in Christ is for it all to be all and thoroughly God.
It’s just a matter of time; talk about it and get it clear in your mind. I don’t have to chase Him, I always existed. I don’t have to fight life or ask life to define me. I was formulated in Jesus before the foundations of the earth. I am just an ice cube in the bucket of water called God. I am not trying to find or fashion my way. I am not looking for validation in this life. I have lifted my eyes for definition from heaven because I always existed. If you can get back to Christ, you can get to that true place where you were ordained. It is in Christ that we have our true identity. You always existed – the problem is you kept looking for yourself here on earth. ‘In Christ’ is not religious – it is the true architecture of your DNA. Accepting this truth shifts the way you walk in this earth: in the world but not of the world.

We see also oneness creating vast corporate sight, corporate faith, authority and confidence. We see clear empowerment to use intangible resource and functionality. We see vastly increased core (95%) engaged in monitored conscious building and development according to the apostolic ways. I feel God wants an expanded core for God to expand His purposes upon the earth. I see the relationships within the LC and this was always was. It was never supposed to be distinct separations – I see inherent corporate movement towards expanded core. I see a lot of community integration and expansion and deeper push and compactness in this thing that we are declaring. What we define as core in one of our communities is 30% you have to set a target of 50% of intensity of clarity. We don’t want people at the periphery: that’s where there is ignorance and religion, etc. But I sense that we have to build much deeper and connected core. I think this is part of the design of God that always was. We want clarity in commitment and reporting back and building defined components for our structures. We want embracing the urgent imperative of building in to the next generation and focus in our children. We lose youth generally in their teenage years (especially boys) but they are usually hardwired in their younger ages. We want to build strong men. We need powerful men and leaders, not subject to the whims of this time. We need correct patterns of fathering and husband-ing so that God’s purposes will be established. Our kids don’t see accurate examples and patterns at home. Focusing on children is not just teaching them but removing hypocritical dimensions from ourselves: driving out hypocrisy at our level and engaging the children in how to live right and accurately.
We want a discerned, accepted and manifested apostolic foundation which is a Congress-level platform extruding itself through all structures of the sectors. I have come here 3 times, so it’s either we are hard-headed or God has a plan and purpose. I think it is the latter. Nigeria is probably the place visited by DNW the most in his global ministry. I think it is because God has something planned for us, and we have to interact strongly with it: what and who God says you are. We have an awareness and functionality of leadership evolution: beginning with the ACT and embracing all other levels of leadership in the Congress – to become appropriate to the new architecture.

The Desire of our Apostle

If I look into the heart of DNW I see John 17:20-25. This is a very anchoring prayer and we will try to juxtapose it to reflect DNW’s heart for us. We want Elijah Centre to be one with the core churches in West Africa: same thinking, judgment, speech and sight of God. The purpose of relationship is to produce oneness. The end point of relationship is Christ. Relationship is the pathway to oneness: you build it for the purpose of oneness. There should be no differentiation but equalization. We must have the same capacity to hear and worship God. You see the parable of the hirer of labour: he paid the same for those who came to work. It doesn’t matter when you come, the full inheritance is yours. All the resource is for you, but you have to diligently pursue: a new level of discipline is required notwithstanding the undisciplined environment.

If everyone pursues Christ and arrives in Christ, we will all be connected to Him. This describes the spiritual technology for our movement toward the finish. He speaks about perfection in the context of unity: not by our isolation and self-life and flesh life.

What Do We See?
· We see a desire for oneness. God is going after oneness – harmony and equalization. The same level of understanding, correct spiritual positioning in Christ. It is the context in which individual perfection is attained.

· It authenticates Jesus’ sending and God’s love for us to the world (otherwise the world will not believe us). It is our light in the midst of this darkness that will draw the world to Him.

· It is an opportunity afforded by spiritual transaction negotiated by the Lord Himself. We must not spurn the Lord’s sacrifice by engaging in the flesh. Jesus created a space in Himself for us.

· It is the required platform for wider spiritual impact and completion of purpose. Our coming into union and spiritual unity is not a natural act but an act of spiritual warfare

· It affirms our true discipleship status – we are Christ’s

· A portal to a new revelation of Christ’s glory – His dine nature and character. I am really interested in this; it tells me that you constitute part of my hunger for perfection. It is only when we achieve a perfected body of Christ that we can come to the fullness of His occupation. We remember the heroes of faith and we know that we will all be perfected together.

He led us in prayer that these things that we have received will be held in substantial value, in the same way we would naturally hold $100 million.
I have really enjoyed my time here, I am really happy to be here with you. Thank you Paul and everyone for the care with which I have been managed through this week; thank you so much everyone. The love is absolutely great. The closing line in my mail to DNW (these trips are physical hard and sometimes I can’t eat and my voice is weak, etc.) was: the great thing is being able to travel all across our world and to be able to see what beautiful people that God has prepared and is using across the face of the earth.
Round-up: Pastor Paul

What can we say? The Lord in His great wisdom and brought something deep inside of us. I want to take you through a brief exercise. I want to bring out those five things and I want you to use it in appropriating accurately what you heard:

1. What was the nature of God’s presence?

We see Him correcting and that sense of divine sovereignty. We see a transforming God and a redemptive God at work; God putting things in right order
Anon#1: I see a God who spoke to people through situations (e.g. the example of the microphone). I see a sovereign God that should not be limited in our minds.

Pius Ojemen: I see a God who is willing to take us further to where He desires us to be. He has done all things. He wants us to see ourselves as we are in Him.

2. What do you feel was God’s emphasis? What was God going after?

EK came and shared DNW’s apostolic perspective. We hear again and again about this understanding of who we are in Christ. In all this, what do you think God was going after –e.g. in sharing the New Normal? We see correct sight of ourselves and our positioning; removing falsehood and coming to a place of accurate revelation of identity and removal of false definitions of Babylon.
Dr. Ngoka: We are coming to a place of adequacy and security in Him; knowing that outside Him we can do nothing. He is reforming and transforming us into His real image.

Anon #2: God is bringing an awakening call to a place of understanding our identity in Him.

Faith Praiz: God is going after maturity; knowing how to sit in God’s presence

3. What was the nature of your inner response to God’s presence?

We came to a place of repentance, seeing the rebirth of life inside of us; sensing that there is a demand on us for more death to self and obedience. We felt the sense of soberness and the awesomeness of God especially as we took the ‘Unchallenged’ song again. This is how you can track God and get more from what you have heard. There is also a sense of taking personal responsibility. There is internal calibration.
Elisee: I feel more death in myself; it’s like the image we have in the IAE like a small rock that is dropped in the water. When you put a drop of water in a pool of water, that water disappears.
Faith Praiz: I felt a deep sense of God calling me higher; impressing accuracy into my heart. It takes me back to the Njoroge meeting where we scored our people low in terms of understanding and contemplating worship.

4. What are some of the spiritual values that God wants to build inside of us?
EK going into the John 17 prayer is for me very insightful into what was in the heart of Jesus when He was going. This is the authentication of Jesus’ sending to the world. We are moving into clear-cut oneness.

Azeez Omosun: Discipleship.

Anon#3: Humility

Anon#4: True love for the brethren

Anon#5: Integrity

Anon#6: Unity in relationship; which is Christ (everything coming into fullness in Christ)

It is not just in the nomenclature of our KCs (TRC, SOL, etc.) God wants something far more than that. I want to exhort us to discover our grace and identity. II Timothy 1:9.  Let’s truly remove the falseness of this life and walk in our true identity. Let us extract excellent and powerful principles from this. Go back to your lives and extract these accurate patterns and then mould and model your lives according to these divine patterns. I have been engaging in a journey of tracking God and searching out His mind to see His wisdom and the nature of transformation that He wants to effect in me. That’s how to maximize every deposit of God through our interaction with our Congress world. I want us to go with the same mindset, search out and track God. Pick out the wisdom of God and the transformation points that He wants to effect in us. This is how we can grow and have true personal development. God bless you, keep and strengthen you.
